Baldwin, D-Wis., and Barney Frank, D-Mass.
announced today the formation of the LGBT
Equality Caucus. The 52-member bipartisan
group, which includes two Republicans, is
the first congressional caucus with the
express purpose of advancing equal rights
for LGBT people, repealing discriminatory
laws and educating lawmakers on gay
issues.
 
Baldwin and Frank, both openly gay,
co-chair the caucus.
 
"We expect to use the caucus extensively
for briefings," Baldwin said, explaining that
caucuses help publicize briefings and are
valuable in nimbly bringing witnesses to
Capitol Hill. In addition, she said, the LGBT
Equality Caucus will serve as an information
clearinghouse with a website and listservs
to ensure speedy updates and a higher
level of awareness about LGBT issues.
